The Council of the EU conclusion on local authorities as actors for development

The Council conclusions on local authorities, adopted on 11 November 2008, underline the important role of local authorities in developing countries in democratic local governance and in the provision of basic services to the population. The Council recognises that local authorities now occupy an important place among actors involved in development policy. It appreciates the increasing role they play in developing local democracy, combating poverty and achieving the MDGs. As follow up, the Council calls upon the Commission and the Member States to consult the local authorities of developing countries as necessary, when preparing the programming of instruments which contribute to development assistance, including Country Strategy Papers and the thematic programme ‘Non-state actors and local authorities in development’.
